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National Intellectual Property Day

The first National Intellectual Property Day celebration was officiated
by Prime Minister Datuk Seri Abdullah Ahmad Badawi on 3" March
2005 at the Melaka International Trade Centre in Ayer Keroh.

Also present at the grand ceremony were Domestic Trade and
Consumer Affairs Minister, Datuk Mohd Shafie Apdal, Chief Minister
Datuk Seri Mohd Ali Rustam and senior Federal and State Government
officials.

During the launch, Abdullah also officiated the change of the name
Perbadanan Harta Intelek Malaysia (Malaysian Intellectual Property
Corporation) to that of MylPO (Malaysian Intellectual Property Office)
and the Anti-Piracy Campaign.

Earlier in his speech, Shafie assured all investors that their creativity
and intellectual property are not only recognised, but also protected.
He said the Government's seriousness was evident judging from its
efforts to explore new ways to improve accessibility to the intellectual
property protection system, apart from carrying out public awareness
programmes.

e.g. - ROLLS-ROYCE automobiles

ALWAYS  use proper trademark form and spelling.
© The royalty need to be paid to the franchisor; :
e.g. - Montblanc fountain pen, NOT Mont Blanc fountain pen
© The franchisee is not absolutely at liberty to sell the franchise even though he is in many respects operating - Nescafé coffee, NOT Nes Café coffee
the business independently. The sale has to be approved by the franchisor, who is also entitled to vet the vendor
and charge the cost of any investigations made to the existing franchise. Furthermore, although the business bl e
would be valued as a going concern in trading terms, the goodwill remains the property of the franchisor; NEVER use a trademark as a noun. Always use a trademark as an adjective modifying a noun.

© The failure of a franchisor may leave the franchisee with a business, which is not viable in isolation. eg. - LEGO toy blocks, NOT LEGO
- Tiger beer, NOT Tiger

NEVER modify a trademark to the plural form. Instead, change the generic word from singular to plural.
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e.g. - tic tac candies, NOT tic tacs candies

- You are NOT rollerblading, but in-line skating with Rollerblade in-line skates.
